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DECISION OF THE ESA/COURT COMMITTEE

No. 1/2005

on the Appointment of three Members of the

EFTA Surveillance Authority

THE ESA/COURT COMMITTEE,

Having regard to the Agreement on the European Economic Area (EEA-Agreement) signed in Oporto on 2 May 1992 and the Adjusting Protocol thereto signed on 17 March 1993;

Having regard to the provisions of the Agreement between the EFTA States on the Establishment of a Surveillance Authority and a Court of Justice, hereinafter referred to as the ESA/Court Agreement, last amended by the Agreement adjusting certain agreements between EFTA States signed on 29 December 1994, especially Article 9 thereof;

Having regard to Decision No. 1/95 of the EEA Council on the entry into force of the Agreement on the European Economic Area for the Principality of Liechtenstein;

Having regard to the Ministerial decision of 16 June 1993 (RCP/DC 1/93) on the contractual relationship of the Members of the EFTA Surveillance Authority, and document RCP 24/98 on the application of the Staff Regulations and Rules to these;

Recalling that due to the resignation of Mr. Bernd Hammermann a new member for Liechtenstein is to be appointed to the ESA College for the term of office which is to elapse on 31 December 2005 and simultaneously for the following period of four years;

Recalling that due to the expiry of the terms of  Mr. Hannes Hafstein and Mr. Einar M. Bull on 31 December 2005 new members for Iceland and Norway are to be appointed to the ESA College for the following period of four years;

HAS DECIDED AS FOLLOWS:

Article 1

Mr. Kurt Jäger is appointed by common accord as a Member of the EFTA Surveillance Authority under the terms of the ESA/Court Agreement until 31 December 2005 with effect from the entry into force of this Decision, and for a period of four years with effect from 1 January 2006.

Article 2

Mr. Kristján Andri Stefánsson is appointed by common accord as Member of the EFTA Surveillance Authority under the terms of the ESA/Court Agreement for a period of four years with effect as from 1 January 2006.

Article 3

Mr. Bjørn T. Grydeland is appointed by common accord as Member of the EFTA Surveillance Authority under the terms of the ESA/Court Agreement for a period of four years with effect as from 1 January 2006

Article 4

These appointments may be terminated in accordance with Articles 8 or 11 of the ESA/Court Agreement.

Article 5
If an EFTA State in withdrawing from the EEA-Agreement ipso facto ceases to be a party to the ESA/Court Agreement in accordance with its Article 50, the appointment of the Member who has been nominated by the withdrawing EFTA State shall be terminated on the day on which the withdrawal takes effect, it being understood that the Governments of the remaining EFTA States shall decide on the necessary amendments in accordance with paragraph 3 of Article 50.

Article 6
A member whose appointment is terminated in accordance with Article 5 of this Decision shall receive a termination indemnity consisting of 6 months of salary. No indemnity shall be paid if the Member following the withdrawal takes on an equivalent position.

Article 7
By assuming office, Mr. Bjørn T. Grydeland, Mr. Kurt Jäger and Mr. Kristján Andri Stefánsson acknowledge the conditions of their appointment as stated in Articles 4 to 6 above.

Article 5
This Decision shall enter into force on 1 July 2005
